1.—8elect one to act as Preceptor, and
hold the Book of Answers. The
rest of the players are called Sc¢hol-

- ars.

2.—The Preceptor mixes the cards, and
gives at least six to each p]a.yer,
. who places,them before him on the

. table, face downwards.

. B.—The Preceptor then asks the Schol-
ar on his left to turn up a card, .
- and read aloud the queshon it con-
tainsg, -

4. —If the one tfrning up the card can-
not answer its question, he passes
it to the Scholar on his left, who,

. upon failure to answer it, also
- passes it to the one on his left, and -
8o on around, until it arrives at the
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Preceptor. , The Preceptor then :
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* rouds its nnswer from the book,
that all muy know it in future.

. —If any Secholur auswers the ques-
tion, he is entitled to the card and
luys it nside for I.Inmo.

6. —The Proceptor then asks the next,
or second Seholar on the left, to
turn up a cand, which is read and
disposed of the same as the previ-
ous one,

7.—Each Scholar must, in turn, be
given a chance to answer all ques-
tions passed around, before they
are returned to the Preceptor.

8 —Immediately after a question is
answered, the next player on the
left of the one who last turned up,
must turn up a eard, and read its
question. i

9.—No Scholar ean answer a question
out of tnm. If he does so, the

eard will be won by the Scholar
who at that mement held it.

10.—When all the eards given out have
been turned up, the Scholar who
has answered the greatest number
of questions (decided by counting
the cards lkid aside) wins the
