Instructions for Playing the

We have arranged the fifty-two cards
into eleven families. The two first
families consisting ol eight birds cach,
and nine families of four each,

In playing the game the [amilies of
eight will count tweniy-five to the one
securing the full set, the other families
count from five to twenty-five each.
The one obtaining the greater number
of families with the highest count win-
ning the game.

Rules:—Any number over {hree
may play., Lay the pack of cards on
the table face down, and each player
draw out one card. The one having
the lowesl fizure on the upper lefl
hand corner will be the dealer to start
the game, shufflle the cards and begin-
ning at your left give each player one
card, and econtinue dealing in that
order until all.of the cards are given
oul, Asg the {wo sets of eigh! counts
the most we will etart the game by
calling for “Familiar Rirds" first, and
the playver holding No. 1-A or Ballimore
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Oriole, will make the first ecall of any
one playing, for any of that set needed
to conmiplete the family. 1f you suc-
ceed in getting _the one you call for,
you have another chance to call, and
continue calling as long as you got
the card,

When you fail to get the card you
call for, Lthe player at your lell lries,
and so on. After the game is started
any of the families may be called for,
trying Lo complete and malke a full set,
which will count to you the amounl
named on the card. Of course it is
policy to try for the highest monbers
first, bhut sometimes by wailing you
may be able to locate where most ol
these are, and be better able Lo sc-
cure the higher numbers, by frst call-
ing for some of the lower vnes.
